November 25, 202M@ecember 23, 202&nd January 21,2084 contol and
prevent the spread of COVAIDO within the state, and the state of emergency and
the catastrophic health emergency still exist

WHEREAS,on March 19, 202Mayor Bernard“Jack’ C. Youngof
Baltimore City declared State of Emergency f@&altimore Citydue to the spread
of COVID-19, which isstill in place;

WHEREAS, COVID19is an infectious antdighly contagious respiratory
disease thatontinues to pose serious health risks for the citizens of Baltimore
City, particularly elderly resides and those who are immunosuppressed or
otherwise have highisk medical conditions;

WHEREAS,pursuant to th&ummary of Guidance for Public Health
Strategies to Address High Levels of Community Transmission of SB&RE2
and Related Deaths, Decemb@pfQissued by the Center for Disease Contit,
currently known and available scientific evidence and best practices support
universal use of face masks, physical distancing and limiting contacts, avoiding
nonessential indoor spaces and crowded outdetilmgs among other things

WHEREAS, in response to the continued sprea@©¥1D-19 throughout
Maryland and evidence of widespread community transmissiodamumary 28,
2021 Governor Hogan issued Order Numbé&r(-28-01 amending and restagj
the order of November 17, 2020 regulating certain businesses and facilities and
generally requiring the use of faceverings { @er No. 2101-280 1 ” ) ;

WHEREAS, Order No21-01-28-01 authorizes political subdivisions such
as Baltimore City to issue local orders that are mesgictive than Order No. 21
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01-28-01, such as those requiring any businesses, organizations, establishments, or
facilities to close or modify their operatioasd/or requiring individuals to remain
indoors or to refrain from congregating, if deemed necessary and reasonable to
save lives or prevent exposure to COVIB)

WHEREAS, in order to protect the health and safety of the Citizens of
Baltimore City, the Mgor issued an Executive Order, effectdanuary 22, 2021
restrictingbars and restaurants and further restricting other activities all of which
are known to contribute to widespread community transmission

WHEREAS, the Mayor has been monitoring the e data, consulting
with the Health Commissioner afity hospital leadership on a continuing basis;

WHEREAS; the recent datadicates decreasing trenfdg new cases,
deaths and hospitalizations; and

WHEREAS, as a result of thiscentdata the Mayor wishes to loosen
certain restrictions in accordance with tBsecutiveOrder.

X1V. Businesses, Organizations, Establishments, and Facilities Required to
Close

A. Senior Centers. All senior citizen activities centers (as defined in S&6tion
501(i) of the Human Services Article of the Maryland Code) shall remain
closed.

1.Staff and owners may continue to besite at anyousiness, organization,
establishment, or facility that is required to be clga@&duant to this Order
for only the following purposes:

I. Facilitating remoteavorking (a/k/a/ telework) by other staff;

ii. Maintaining essential property;

lii. Preventing loss of, or damage to property, including without limitation,
preventing spoilage of perishable inventory;

iv. Performingessential administrative functions, including without
limitation, picking up mail and procsing payroll;

v. Caring for live animalsand

vi. Activities related to the pandemic response such as testohg

vaccinations.



B. Closureby Other Order. All businesses, organizations, establishments, and
facilities that are required to close pursuant to any other Order of the Governor
of the State of Maryland or any other Order of a political subdivision, shall be
and remainclosed in accordance with such other Order, as the case may be.

C. City issued permits will not be issued until further notice.

XV. Government Buildings and Facilities with Large Occupancy or
Attendance.

A. State and local government buildings and facilities with an expected occupancy
or attendance of more than 10 people shall:

1. Promptly and conspicuously post in the building or facility a copy of the
MDH recommendations for social distangjrand

2. Provide all occupants and attendees with the capability to wash their hands.

D. A copy of this Order shall be made available to all occupants or attendees at any
State or local government building and facility with an expected occupancy or
attendance of more than 10 people.

XVI. Organized Amateur Sports

A. Organized amateur sports events, including high school, youth, and/or
recreatioml games, clinics, skills sessions, scrimmages andipes,are permitted

in accordance with the dates ajudldance from the City Department of Recreation
and Par ks OrganiBe@ &matéuyr sports events waams from outside

the State oMaryland are prohibited. Tournaments are alshibited until further
notice.Organized amateur sports events, as contempiatads Executive Order,

do notinclude outdoor equestrian events.

B. Per the CDC, as there may be an increask of COVID-19 spread while
playingorganized amateur sports, it is recommendedhighterintensity activities
be conducted outdoors whenever possible.
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C. Attendance at organized amateur sports events held outdoors shall be limited as
follows: participants; referees and/or officials; texs coaches and staff; and one
parent or guardian p@articipant. No spectators are allowed.

D. It is recommended that face coverings be worn by all participants engaged in
the field of play. Face coverings must be worn at all times by participants not

in the field of play; by referees and/or officials; bginers, coaches and staff;

and by the parent or guardian in attendance. In addition, participants not in the
field of play; trainers, coaches and staff; and the parent or guardian in
attendance must practice social distancing.

E. For organized sports ents held outdoors, a log shall be maintained of all
persons who are present for the event, including the name and contact
information and time of attendance for all participants; referees and/or officials;
trainers, coaches and staff, and the parentiardian in order to assist with
contact tracing.

F. Organized amateur sports events held at any indadity shall be limited to

250 f that facility’”s Maxnomaetha®fifte(dOp a ncy,
peopleare permitted per activity areghis includes, but isat limited to,

organized sportsvents at schools, Religious Facilities, Recreatio

Establishments, and FitneSgnters. Attendance at organized sportsiesvield

indoors are limited tparticipants; referees and/or officials;it@rs,coaches and

staff; and one parewt guardian per participant. No spectators are allowed.

G. Itis strongly recommended that face corgsd be worn by all participants
engaged in the field of play. Face coverings mustds at all times by
participants not in the field of play; by referees and/or officials; by trainers,
coaches and staff; and by the parent or guardian in attendance. In addition,
participants not in the field of play; trainers, coaches and staff; and the parent
or guardian in atredance must practice social distancing.

H. For organized sports events held indooisgashall be maintained of all
persons who are present for the event, including the name and contact
information and time of attendance for all participants; refeaadsor officials;
trainers, coaches and staff, and the parent or guardian in order to assist with
contact tracing.
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XVII . Face Coverings

A. The use of face coverings is required as more fully set forth in the Updated
Masking Order.

21-01-28-01- andthis LocalOrder pursuant to the
terms ofOrder No 21-01-28-01 which provides that a person who knowingly and
willfully violates this Order or arlyocal Order is guilty of a misdemeanor and on
conviction is subject tamprisonment not exceeding one year or a fine not
exceeding $5,000 or both.

the Mayor reserves the rigtat rescind any or all parts of this Orde

or issue a new order revising this mayoral orgtethie eventthat this Order is not

complied with or ifit is in the public health interest of the citizens of Baltimore

City to issue additionalestrictions.
